• Cooperating with colleagues in operating mark schemes, 

researching materials, participating in training and developing 

new courses. 

• Participating in the Staff Appraisal Scheme and cooperating 

with the appraiser.  Ensuring subject knowledge and teaching 

skills are kept up-to-date. 

• Being available at all reasonable times during the College day 

and during College holidays when necessary at pre-arranged 

times.   

• Ensuring, where appropriate, that work is displayed in 

teaching rooms and a high standard of tidiness is maintained. 

• Attending Departmental Meetings and general Staff Meetings, 

and participating in smaller working groups as appropriate.
